President John F. Kennedy

Do you remember where you were and when it happened?

Here is a letter that I received from George Perrualt who served on the Salamonie with me.

John, I left the Sal in April 63 and got stationed at Naval Station, Anacostia, Washington D. C, for shore duty.  Got called off shore duty early to go to Vietnam and had the honor of serving on JFK Honor Guard.

I was SK2 at the time and Lois was 6 months pregnant when I got the call for his funeral.

President Hoover and General McArthur were both ill at the time and if they passed it would be two state funerals, so the regular Ceremonial Guard in D.C. needed to be supplemented.  I was selected from my division and my name went in.  You never give it a thought, just another collateral duty, I was thinking.  Then Lois called me at the office that Friday (Nov 22, 1963) and said the President had been shot and hung up.  Within hours I was whisked off.

We rehearsed with broom, mop handles (resemble guns) and a trash can (casket) with the Ceremonial Guards for a few minutes and then were transported to a funeral home just down the street from Bethesda (reason unknown).  Then off to the White House arriving about 3/3:30 Am Sat Am.

They brought the president into the White House about 4:30 AM.  I had the privilege of being right at the front entry to the White House and Jackie passed within inches of me and I couldn’t help let my eyes wander and saw the blood stained pink suit that she wore.

Was put up in the Presidential Theater for a short while after standing just (1) watch in the East Room.  Some time Sat he was taken to the Rotunda and I had the Honor of standing the very first watch in the Rotunda after they brought him in.  Every single head of state had to be there except Castro and Khrushchev.

Saw Jackie and Caroline kneel at the casket as well as LBJ lay a wreath.  Spent the night at Ft.  Myers and after the Rotunda, went home and got home just as they were transporting the President to Arlington.  To this day I can’t remember how I got home from the Rotunda.

Hope this helps.
